D E S C R I P T I O N  O F  W O R K

Onsite to perform maintenance on a type septic system with drip field. Pulled and cleaned the effluent filter then reinstalled.
We opened all lids and found all levels to be low except for the last lid of the bio nest had a little billed up but not an issue at
this time. This build up is possibly due too the air compressor not working. I found one of two air compressors not working
with the circulation pump also failed tripping the alarm box for the air compressor alarm as well. I proceed to replace with
the back up air compressor onsite and disconnected circulation pump until replacement. We took off and cleaned both
filters for the drip field. Tested and verified installed drip filters with no leaks tested and verified pumps and floats working
normally with alarms in the main pump chamber. I have found all except for the circulation pump and the back up air
compressor all components of this system appear to be working normally at this time.

The Alberni-Clayoquot Regional District (ACRD) hereby issues a Temporary Use Permit (TUP) subject to 
the conditions as follows: 
 

1. This permit is issued for the seasonal operation of a short-term rental (STR) within the 2 bedroom 
1,585 square foot single family dwelling between the dates of May 1st through September 30th 
inclusive. 

2. The short-term rental must be registered in accordance with the Short-Term Rental 
Accommodations Act. 

3. A maximum occupancy of two (2) persons per bedroom shall be permitted for a total occupancy of 
four (4) guests at any one time. 

4. The den located on main floor, or the garage, must not be used for overnight accommodation or 
rented to short-term guests. 

5. The STR must operate in accordance with all ACRD bylaws specifically Bylaw No. R1024, 2013 – a 
Bylaw to provide for the control of noise in the Electoral Area ‘D’ (Sproat lake). Quiet time must be 
observed between 11:00 pm to 8:00 am daily. 

6. The STR shall accommodate a maximum of two (2) vehicles on the property. Boat trailers may not 
be parked on Marina Vista Drive. One parking space must be provided for each bedroom (2). 

7. The owner or designated caretaker must be available to attend the property within 20 minutes. 
8. Contact information for the owner and/or caretaker in addition to a copy of the TUP must be 

visible in a public location within the STR. This permit is valid for a term of three (3) years from the 
date of issuance. At the time the permit expires, the property owner may apply to renew the TUP, 
apply to rezone the parcel, or return the property to the use permitted under the current zoning. 

9. If the conditions of this permit are not met or if there is a change of ownership of the property, the 
ACRD may rescind or terminate the TUP. 
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In accordance with the provision of Section 493 of the Local Government Act, approval of this permit 
was given by resolution of the Regional District of Alberni-Clayoquot Board of Directors on
